Re: Senior Meeting Minutes – May 24, 2007

The meeting was called to order at 8:03 PM by Tom McMahon, who chaired the meeting.

1. Attendance: The following were in attendance: Tom McMahon, ICSL President; Dave Mease, ICSL 3rd Vice President; Walt Wahl, ICSL Registrar; Bob O’Neill, Plymouth Premier/O30; Blair Thompson, Phoenix Ultra/O30; Rob Gottschalk, Roslyn O30; Ron Gerhart, Warminster; Ryan Wilkins, Springfield; Scott Rieber, V/E Ultra/O30; Steve Grabowski, UGH Ultra; Mike Gottlieb, KOP O30; Ron Burnett, Hunter Ultra; Jim Amon, UGH O30; Przemyslaw Skorek, Polenz.. 

2. President’s Report:  Tom McMahon welcomed all in attendance to the Senior Meeting and distributed the Agenda (talking points) and the new Fee Schedule for the members to review.

3. Inclement Weather Policy:  The updated policy was discussed and the potential impact that the youth decisions might have on referee’s if a field is closed. This deals primarily with the games that are scheduled on Sundays. The policy is available to review in detail at the ICSL website.

4. Change of Field Notification Policy: This updated policy was discussed and the policy is available at the ICSL website for review.

5. State EPSA Meeting: Scheduled for July 30 2007 @ 8:00pm in Morgantown at the Holiday Inn. For any additional information contact the ICSL office.

· EPSA has advised that the point fees will remain the same as last year.
6. Amateur and Open Cups: They are being scheduled and will probably begin on the third week of October. The date is not firm at this time.
7. Referee Abuse: Beginning immediately all referee abuse both verbal and physical is being handled by the State Organization. All other issues of discipline will continue to be reviewed by the Leagues. 
· Suspended Players – the League will ONLY ACCEPT line-up sheets that DO NOT contain the suspended players name on them. Line-up sheets that have the players name on them and are crossed off (or x’ed out) and signed will no longer be accepted as evidence the player served their games suspension!
8. Referee Fees: Starting September 1, 2007: Referee $64.00 Ass’t Referee $40.00, as was started last year, the teams are to split the fees at each game.
9. Reschedule Games: The rules allow play with a minimum of seven (7) players and with all the teams allowed to roster (23) players, there is no reason to reschedule. This has created a scheduling nightmare and has extended the play well into the spring causing conflicts with field availability. The game should be played or forfeited!

10. ICSL Fee Structure: The fees for the 2007/2008 season were discussed in great detail. The point was made by several Senior Team representatives that the increase again was making it tougher for them to compete with other leagues that have cheaper fees. Walt Wahl indicated that there had to be some issues with the other leagues undercharging their Seniors and that was a League by League decision since all the State Fees were the same. The following are the list of Fees which were distributed at the meeting:

12. ICSL Cup Games: There was a general discussion about reinstituting the “ICSL Cup games” a committee was formed that includes: Walt Wahl, Blair Thompson, and Steve Grabowski. They are to schedule a meeting in September to lay the groundwork for the ICSL Cups.
13. Good and Welfare: 
· There was some active discussion about the Over – 30 bracket and the Senior members in attendance had some valid points on how to proceed which they voiced to Walt and Tom.
14. Adjournment:  There being no further item to discuss the meeting was adjourned at 9:15pm.
