5/25/16 ICSL General Meeting Minutes

1.  ATTENDEES: All clubs were present, except Boyertown and Jeffersonville.

2.  REPORTS:

A. Recording Secretary- No Report

B. Treasurer- No Report

C. Grievance- 16 cards were issued; 8 cards in the last 2 weeks, including 5 red cards. There were 2 fights.  It was agreed that suspensions from the Spring League would carry over to the Fall.

D. Games Commissioner- Spring rainouts have been a problem.  We are looking for teams U19 and up to participate in a U23 Summer League.

E. Registration- Player Passes were handed out.  Every player gets a new pass this year due to the age-change requirements. Pictures can be black and white, but must be clear.

F. EPSA-No Report. There was a meeting in March, but there was no quorum.

G. EPYSA- There was a League meeting at the end of April. The state Association is seeking uniformity of League Constitutions and Bylaws.  All new clubs will need to furnish a copy of their Bylaws and a list of Corporate Officers.

H. Ethics-No report

I. Scholarships- Peter Kennedy Scholarships were given out tonight.  Dave Meese was the presenter. There were eight (8) scholarships. The winners are: William Gorman, Jacob Winter, Alexis Hernandez, Henry Bluestein, Rebecca Susko, Marissa Portelli, Laurie Metzler and Amy Kluxen. Parents and grandparents were present for the presentations (Hernandez arrived late and his award was given separately).

Heim, Tracy, Smolyn, and Bill Ruppenthal.

J.  Competition- Final placements are due on 6/10/16.  Placement meetings will be: 6/22/16 for the Girls and 6/23/16 for the Boys. At 6:30 pm at the ICSL Feasterville office.

K. Finance- No Report.

3.  OLD BUSINESS:

Concussion Certifications must be renewed every year.  There was a discussion about who is responsible for removing a player from the field if a concussion is suspected.  The refs are trained to identify the symptoms of concussions and can recommend taking a player off, but ultimately, the responsibility rests with the coaches.

Spring League- Spring Rain has been a problem.  No reschedules after 6/5/16.

USSF Mandated Changes- There are still no new recommendations for field sizes from the Federation. The mandate for small-sided games (4v4, 7v7, and 9v9) takes effect in 2017, however, ICSL is instituting the changes this Fall (September). 

Recommended colors for lines are:

11v11-White

9v9- Blue

7v7-Red

4v4-Orange

Some clubs were concerned about the costs of obtaining goals.  They were instructed to contact the State for grant money for goals.  There is a company called Epic Sports in Philadelphia that sells goals.

4. NEW BUSINESS:

New Club Application-Bethlehem Soccer Club has applied for entry into the ICSL.  They want to admit 1 U25 Girls team that presently plays in Lehigh Valley Youth Soccer. Deep run voted for acceptance, Warrington seconded the vote and the Team was voted into the League.

Secondary Players:  The Board voted to increase the number of secondary players to 5 players and to allow secondary players to play-up to accommodate the new age change requirements. This will help smaller clubs keep players. Deep Run voted to bring the motion to the floor. Hatboro/Horsham seconded and the  measure was passed.

Fees and Fines- Fees and Fines will remain the same for 2016-17 except the fine for ineligible players will be increased to $25.00. 

 Juniors:  There will be a six (6) game season.  We need to have enough games to comply with “cup qualifying” requirements.  People do not want to play on Thanksgiving.

GOOD & WELFARE:

There was a Union ticket raffle at the meeting; Solebury Soccer Club won the tickets.

Dennis Denard was inducted into the SEPA Hall of Fame. Congratulations to Dennis.
